We’re Prepared to Help in a Disaster Situation... 
As a retailer, your first priority is for 

your own safety in a potential disaster 
situation, but attempting to be proactive  
can help save your lottery tickets and 
machinery as well.

The Lottery has the ability to send 
out WAVE terminal messages to our 
2,400 retailers statewide alerting them 
to imminent danger and advising them 
about what to do.  Prior to the late Sep-
tember flooding in northeast Iowa, the 
lottery sent a “flood alert” message via 
the WAVE terminals that said, in part:

“We’re sending a FLOOD ALERT 
message to Iowa retailers today to warn 
of major flooding that may soon occur 
in northern and eastern Iowa. Storms 
dumped heavy rain in many areas of 
northern Iowa this week and all that 
water is now headed downstream. 

Flooding impacts people’s daily lives 
in affected areas, and we understand 
that lottery tickets are just a small part 
of that picture. But being proactive can 
help businesses limit losses. 

We’re encouraging all Lottery retail-
ers in potentially impacted areas to 
take proactive actions to protect their 
property and contents. We’re also ask-
ing them to contact their Lottery Sales 
Representative to learn how we may be 
able to assist them.” 

Iowa Lottery regional office and 
sales staff also reached out to retailers 
that they knew might need help. If you 
need help in an emergency situation, 

you should contact your local lottery 
office for help in picking up:

• Scratch tickets (or advice on
storing them)

• WAVE terminals and paper
(through our vendor Scientific
Games)

• Pull-tab and instant ticket
vending machines (through
our vendor American Games).

Your DSR and our regional office 
staff will assist in making these ar-
rangements.

It is better to be safe than sorry 
and the Iowa Lottery appreciates its 
retail partners working with us to try 
to save lottery products and equip-
ment.■

Check For Credit Vs. Debit Cards
Remember 

that there’s a 
big difference 
between a debit 
card and a cred-
it card — even 
though they may 
look similar.

Lottery players CAN use debit cards to 
purchase lottery products in Iowa. However, 
according to state law, they CANNOT use credit 
cards to make a lottery purchase. 

Many banks offer their customers debit 
cards that can be used to withdraw money from 
their accounts.  

If a lottery player hands you a card, it’s 
important that you check the front of the card for 
the word “DEBIT” before you make the transac-
tion. Avoid inconveniencing your customers by 
checking carefully any card presented to you.

We’re Prepared to Help in a Disaster Situation... 
As a retailer, your first priority is for 

your own safety in a potential disaster 
situation, but attempting to be proactive  
can help save your lottery tickets and 
machinery as well.

The Lottery has the ability to send 
out WAVE terminal messages to our 
2,400 retailers statewide alerting them 
to imminent danger and advising them 
about what to do.  Prior to the late Sep-
tember flooding in northeast Iowa, the 
lottery sent a “flood alert” message via 
the WAVE terminals that said, in part:

“We’re sending a FLOOD ALERT 
message to Iowa retailers today to warn 
of major flooding that may soon occur 
in northern and eastern Iowa. Storms 
dumped heavy rain in many areas of 
northern Iowa this week and all that 
water is now headed downstream. 

Flooding impacts people’s daily lives 
in affected areas, and we understand 
that lottery tickets are just a small part 
of that picture. But being proactive can 
help businesses limit losses. 

We’re encouraging all Lottery retail-
ers in potentially impacted areas to 
take proactive actions to protect their 
property and contents. We’re also ask-
ing them to contact their Lottery Sales 
Representative to learn how we may be 
able to assist them.” 

Iowa Lottery regional office and 
sales staff also reached out to retailers 
that they knew might need help. If you 
need help in an emergency situation, 

you should contact your local lottery 
office for help in picking up:

• Scratch tickets (or advice on
storing them)

• WAVE terminals and paper
(through our vendor Scientific
Games)

• Pull-tab and instant ticket
vending machines (through
our vendor American Games).

Your DSR and our regional office 
staff will assist in making these ar-
rangements.

It is better to be safe than sorry 
and the Iowa Lottery appreciates its 
retail partners working with us to try 
to save lottery products and equip-
ment.■

Check For Credit Vs. Debit Cards
Remember 

that there’s a 
big difference 
between a debit 
card and a cred-
it card — even 
though they may 
look similar.

Lottery players CAN use debit cards to 
purchase lottery products in Iowa. However, 
according to state law, they CANNOT use credit 
cards to make a lottery purchase. 

Many banks offer their customers debit 
cards that can be used to withdraw money from 
their accounts.  

If a lottery player hands you a card, it’s 
important that you check the front of the card for 
the word “DEBIT” before you make the transac-
tion. Avoid inconveniencing your customers by 
checking carefully any card presented to you.
